AS/OÜ…………………….. (Reg. No…….), hereinafter called „Packaging Entrepreneur“, represented by………… …………………………………………… on one side, and non-profit association Eesti Pakendiringlus (Reg. No. 80202605), hereinafter called „Recycling Organisation“, represented by a member of the board Aivo Kangus on the other side, hereinafter together called „Parties“, concluded the present Contract in the following:

1. Contract Object

1.1. Organisation of the collection and recycling of packaging and packaging waste formed of the packaging of goods packed by the Packaging Entrepreneur and imported packed goods so that the target figures established in § 36 of the Packaging Act would be achieved.

1.2. Organisation of the collection and recycling of sales packaging and packaging waste formed of the packaging of goods packed by the Packaging Entrepreneur and imported packed goods so that the target figures of § 8 of the Packaging Excise Duty Act, and the Packaging Entrepreneur would not have to pay the packaging excise duty.

1.3. Regulation of the usage of the label of the recycling organisation

1.4. Keeping records of packaging and packaging waste according to the procedure established in § 24 of the Packaging Act.

2. Obligations of the Parties

2.1. Obligations of the Recycling Organisation:

2.1.1. The Recycling Organisation shall do everything necessary to ensure the collection and recycling of a necessary quantity of packaging so that the Packaging Entrepreneur should not have to pay the packaging excise duty, and the target figures of recycling established in § 36 of the Packaging Act would be achieved. The Recycling Organisation shall fully indemnify the Packaging Entrepreneur for excise duty and penalties imposed on the Packaging Entrepreneur due to violating § 20 and § 36 of the Packaging Act and § 8 of the Packaging Excise Duty Act to the extent such violation was caused by non-performance or improper performance by the Recycling Organisation of its obligations taken over from the Packaging Entrepreneur hereunder.

2.1.2. The Recycling Organisation shall report audited information regarding the activity of the Packaging Entrepreneur connected with packaging and packaging waste at least once a year, relying on the information obtained from the Packaging Entrepreneur, to be entered into the Packaging Register.

2.1.3. The Recycling Organisation hereby permits the Packaging Entrepreneur to use the label of the Recycling Organisation free of charge.

2.2. Obligations of the Packaging Entrepreneur:

2.2.1. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall submit a report to the Recycling Organisation by the 5th date of every quarter regarding the quantity of packaging of packaged goods and imported packaged goods (incl. wholesale and transport packaging) and unladen weight of the packaging during the previous calendar month;

2.2.2. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall provide a forecast of packaging of goods packed by him and imported by him for the 12 coming months in every three months upon and after the conclusion of the Contract;

2.2.3. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall send the report indicated in Clause 2.2.1 to the Recycling Organisation electronically and by post.

2.2.4. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall pay the invoices issued according to information provided in Clause 2.2.1. and fees agreed upon in Annex 1 to the present Contract in 30 days from the receipt of the invoice.

3. Rights of the Parties

3.1. Rights of the Packaging Entrepreneur:

3.1.1. The Packaging Entrepreneur has a right to use the label of the Recycling Organisation free of charge.

3.2. Rights of the Recycling Organisation:

3.2.1. The Recycling Organisation has a right to terminate the Contract by giving written notice to the Packaging Enterpreneur, if:

3.2.1.1. The Packaging Entrepreneur does not pay invoices in 30 days after the due date;

3.2.1.2. the Packaging Entrepreneur has provided information to the Recycling Organisation, which is materially incorrect or distorted;

3.2.2. The Recycling Organisation has a right to change rates. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall be notified of new rates at least 3 months in advance.

3.3. The Recycling Organisation has a right to disclose the business names of its contract customers to the public. The right is based on a need to inform the consumer of companies using recycling service.

4. Payment

4.1. In calculation of the fee, the Recycling Organisation shall rely on target figure provided in § 36 of the Packaging Act and § 8 of the Packaging Excise Duty Act, collecting different packaging within the present Contract in the amount ensuring the achievement of target figures of recycling provided in § 36 of the Packaging Act and collection and recycling of sales packaging in the amount ensuring the exemption of packaging excise duty. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall pay a fee indicated in Annex 1 per every ton of recycled packaging waste, which is collected and recycled to achieve the target figures, which is the same for every Packaging Entrepreneur. The fee rates can be changed by the Recycling Organisation as indicated in Clause 3.2.2.

4.2. The accounting period of payment to the Recycling Organisation for recycling of packaging is a quarter.

4.3. Payment takes place according to invoices issued by the Recycling Organisation to a bank account provided by the Recycling Organisation. The Packaging Entrepreneur shall pay the invoices issued by the Recycling Organisation within 30 calendar days from receipt of the invoice.

4.4. If the Packaging Entrepreneur does not pay invoices in timely manner, the Recycling Organisation shall have a right to demand a fine for delay in the amount of 0,05% from the unpaid amount per every delayed calendar day.

4.5. The fee agreed in the present Contract does not include the auditing cost of packaging report by the Packaging Entrepreneur.

5. Force Majeure

5.1. The Parties of the present Contract are exempted from partial or full non-fulfilment of contractual obligations, if the non-fulfilment occurs due to force majeure.

5.2. Force Majeure includes, but is not limited to, earthquake, flood, fire, strike, interruption of work, work disputes, import or export prohibition, limitations of currency circulation, interruption of electrical current, changes in the laws, regulations or rules established by state bodies, or other situation that neither Party can foresee and influence, or for which neither Party bears responsibility, and which have occurred after the present Contract was concluded.

5.3. Either Party shall inform the other Party immediately of a force majeure situation, and employ all measures to minimise the loss caused.

6. Contract term

6.1. The Contract shall enter into force from the moment of signing, and is concluded without a term;

6.2. Both Parties shall have a right to terminate the Contract, informing the other Party of that 1 month in advance;

7. Resolution of disputes

7.1. The Parties shall attempt to solve disputes by negotiation, and if that is not sufficient, the disputes shall be resolved in Tallinn City Court.

7.2. The present Contract is drafted in two originals having equal legal power.
